3. The Schools Division shall, through its benchmarking representatives, 

observe and monitor the designated events, identifying the best practices from 

participating divisions and regions for potential future replication. This initiative 

will aid SDO Imus City in further excelling in its journey towards improving its 

sports culture. Delegates are expected to submit, upon return to their post, a 

report detailing the observed practices and their replicability, including a 

comparative analysis between the current division practices and those observed 

in the Palarong Pambansa.  

4. The official delegation of Imus City will not use the regional ship 

transportation scheduled for May 17, 2026 but will travel instead by plane on 

May 23, 2026.  The meeting place will be at Imus Pilot at 2:00 a.m. 
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5. Athletes who opt not stay at the Agusan del Sur billeting school must 

submit a notarized “Waiver and Quitclaim” or “Letter of Undertaking” to Dr. 

Marciano V. Valles at the division office on or before April 14, 2026, for 

endorsement to the Regional Office.  

6. All athletes, coaches, asst. coaches, chaperons, trainers and division 

delegates from Imus City will be given allowances from the Special Education 

Fund (SEF), subject for usual accounting and auditing rules and regulations. 

The amount is subject to the availability of funds and based on the submitted 

activity proposal. 

7. Athletes, coaches, assistant coaches, trainers and division monitoring 

officials will receive ₱500.00/day for the intensive live-out, and live-in training, 

and during the Palarong Pambansa for a total of forty-eight (48) days (48 x 500 = 

₱24,000.00/pax) while the other remaining delegates will receive ₱1200/day for 

twelve days (12 x 1200 = ₱14,400.00/pax) during the Palarong Pambansa 

proper. 

8. During the division live-in training of the Palarong Pambansa athletes, 

their food provision shall be released through the payroll system (allowance) in 

the amount of Seven Hundred Fifty Pesos (₱750.00) per day for fifteen (15) days, 

or a total of Eleven Thousand Two Hundred Fifty Pesos (₱11,250.00) per person, 

with the following indicative breakdown: 

Meal Amount (₱) 

Breakfast 200.00 

A.M. Snack 75.00 

Lunch 200.00 

P.M. Snack 75.00 

Dinner 200.00 

Total 750.00 

 

9. To ensure balanced, adequate, and properly managed meals during the live-

in training, food preparation shall be undertaken by the management instead of 

engaging a catering service. A proposed menu shall be prepared and submitted to 

the General Services Office (GSO) for approval. 

 

10. During the live-in training, athletes will billet at General Pantaleon Garcia 

Senior High School. 

 

11. Imus City division delegates will stay at Farmers Inn Hotel from May 23, 

2026 - June 1, 2026.
