REITERATION ON STREAMLINED DELEGATION AND 
ADHERENCE TO ENERGY CONSERVATION STANDARDS IN 

THE CONDUCT OF NATIONAL AND REGIONAL EVENTS

1. Pursuant to Regional Memorandum No. 228, s. 2026 and Memorandum 
Circular No. 114 of the Office of the President directing all government agencies to 
strictly adopt energy conservation protocols, this Office reiterates the directive on 
streamlined delegation and responsible resource utilization in the conduct of 
national and regional events. 
 

2. This policy applies to participation in the following major events and their 
regional counterparts: 

•  2026 National Schools Press Conference (NSPC), April 13–17, 2026 

•  2026 National Festival of Talents (NFOT), April 18–22, 2026 

•  2026 Palarong Pambansa, May 24–31, 202 
 

3. All schools and offices shall adopt a lean and strictly need-based 
composition of delegations, ensuring that only individuals whose presence is 
essential are included. 
 

Participation shall be limited to: 

 

• Learner-participants (e.g., writers, performers, athletes, competitors) 

• Coaches and assistant coaches 

• Trainers and medical personnel 

• A limited number of officials or chaperons necessary for supervision, 
coordination, and safety. 
 

4.  The inclusion of the following is strongly discouraged and shall not be 
funded by government resources: 
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• Observers, guests, and ceremonial companions 
• Non-essential personnel 
• Individuals without direct and functional roles in the conduct of the events 
 

5. Side events and ancillary activities not directly related to the core 
competitions shall not be prioritized, including but not limited to: 

 
• Contests for best billeting quarters 
• Best in uniform and similar activities 
 

Correspondingly, expenditures for decorations, additional uniforms, awards, and 
other non-essential materials shall be minimized or discontinued. 
 

6. All participating units are directed to observe energy conservation 

measures, fiscal prudence, and responsible resource management in planning 
and implementing activities related to these events.
